Chapter 8 Worksheet

Saving

Task 

This activity is designed to encourage students to have concrete goals and save money to achieve those goals. It will involve setting goals and working towards them in an organised manner.

Instructions

1 Brainstorm a list of things that you would like to buy in the medium term. Now rank them in terms of the most desired to the least desired. Determine the price of the most desired item and decide if you are willing to save up to buy it.

2 Draw up a savings chart on A3 paper. Draw it in the shape of a test tube, putting the amount you need to save at the top and markers along the tube to indicate checkpoints along the way (see below).
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3 Take this chart home with you. Plan to colour in the sections as you reach each target. Write some inspiring slogans to provide encouragement at each checkpoint.  Add photos or other images of the item you are saving up for.

4 Write a paragraph that outlines your savings plan. Identify your sources of income, how much per week you intend to save and the mechanism by which you intend to save. (Will you transfer some of your pay into a savings account? Will you keep it in your piggy bank?) These factors will be determined by the amount you intend to save. Calculate how long it will take you to save for the desired item.
