The third step is to decide how you are going to make your model. Remember that a model doesn’t have to be just clay, but you can use any craft item or method that best suits that item, like papier mâché, wood, cloth, tapestry, plastic, paint, cardboard, icy-pole sticks, polystyrene, etc.

Once it’s finished, you will need to do a presentation to show your finished model and tell your classmates about how you made it, the decisions you had to make, the problems you had, and how your solved those problems.
