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Chapter 2 Making art


STUDENT TASK 2.2
In this task you will write a proposal for a body of work. Remember that the proposal is a starting point. By imagining the end point you actually create a starting point. However, the end point is not set in concrete. Creating a work of art is a journey, and the best artworks always have a number of surprises.
1
Find an artist whose work relates to your work or ideas.

a
What techniques and materials did they use?

b
Select one of their works that you can use to create a study of the work.

c
Organise the equipment and materials you will need to create the study.

d
After completing the study, reflect on your learning and record these reflections in your VAPD.

2
Over ten or more double pages in your VAPD, draw, paste, explain and document your exploration of ideas for your artworks. Use images, text, clippings and drawings that inspire you. These may be from the internet or magazines, for example. Include artworks and other creative images that you admire, such as postcards and advertising images. You may also collect objects or place images on a CD or DVD to accompany your VAPD.

3
Write the proposal. Using text and small sketches, set out on one double page what you intend to create for your artworks. Be as descriptive as possible. Discuss the subject matter and expressive form of the works as well as the size and number of works.

4
Write an artist statement. Explain in no more than 200 words your artistic intentions, beliefs and perspectives. Consider what you want to say about your world through your artwork.
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
