STUDENT TASK 8.1 
In this task you will create a poem using an existing text and use it to develop a visual image. Follow the steps listed below.
1
Take a pair of scissors and a newspaper, magazine or other item that displays text.

2
Decide on approximately how many words you want your poem to consist of. Choose a piece of text that has approximately that number of words.

3
Cut out the text. Then carefully cut out the words or lines that make up the text and put them in a bag.

4
Shake the bag gently. Then take out each cutting, one after the other.

5
Using the words or lines in the order in which they left the bag, construct your poem.

6
Now develop a visual image that complements your poem.
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
