Imparja Television is a Nothern Territory and South Australian Indigenous shareholder-owned broadcasting station in Alice Springs, operating since January 1988. It helped with the creation of National Indigenous Television (NITV) and now provides broadcast services via satellite to Indigenous Community Television (ICTV) as well as 10 Indigenous radio stations.

Nine Imparja has the largest broadcast area in Australia, covering 3.6 million square kilometres across six states and territories with an estimated audience of 430 000 people. It comes free-to-air and competes with the national market for advertising revenue.
