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Guidelines for Writing Reports

The following format is suggested for writing reports for practical assignments. Ensure that permission is obtained for the study from the parents, the school and the children themselves. The results of the study should be transmitted in some form to cooperating schools, organisations and individuals.

Introduction

Briefly summarise the theory and literature relating to the study. Identify the purpose of the report.

Method

Subjects

Describe the children/adolescents (age, sex, background) chosen for the study.

Equipment/materials

Briefly describe any equipment or materials used in your study.

Procedure

Describe the method used to collect the data, e.g. interview, observation.

Results

Outline the results obtained and present them as appropriate in graphs and/or tables.

Discussion

Discuss the findings, relating them to the theory presented in the introduction. State any conclusions reached.

References

List all references cited in the report.
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
